Installation Requirements

e Before installation, check the installation location in the ceiling has access to a socket outlet which is connected to a
wall light switch. If it does not, please contact a licensed electrician to arrange installation of the socket outlet in the
ceiling and is connected to a wall light switch before continuing.

¢ All wiring and installation of the luminaire must adhere to the latest local and national wiring rules.
eg. AS/NZS 3000 Electrical installations. If unsure, please contact a licensed electrician.

¢ Do not exceed the maximum wattage rating.

e Select a suitable location for installation:

- This luminaire is suitable for indoor use only.

- The mounting point must support 2 times the weight of the luminaire.

- Ifinstalling a luminaire in an area prone to moisture, ensure that the area is well ventilated and an appropriately
rated exhaust fan is used if required. Damage or corrosion caused by moisture is not a product fault, and as
such is not covered under warranty.

¢ This luminaire has an insulating ceiling type IC rating. Building insulation material can safely be exposed continuously
to temperatures up to 90°C may abut and cover the luminaire. (Please refer to the Clearance Information section and
the IC rating section in this instruction manual for further details).

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Installation Directions

1.
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Remove all packaging material from the product and be careful not to throw away accessories that may be hidden
within the packaging material.

Install a globe (B — not included) into the lamp holder (A) and install the globe into the downlight frame (C). (Fig. 1)
Cut an installation hole into the ceiling. (Fig.2)

Insert the plug, cable and box through the installation hole and into the ceiling. (Fig.3)

Insert the luminaire plug into the socket outlet and ensure it is fully plugged in. (Fig.3)

Push the springs up and install the downlight into the installation hole. (Fig.3)

Ensure all the clearance values are maintained during and after installation of the downlight, thermal insulation,
loose fill insulation, loose combustible materials and any structural members.

NOTE: Please refer to the Clearance Information section and the IC section in this instruction manual for
further details.

Tilt the globe to your desired angle. (Fig.4)

After the installation, switch on the luminaire to test and enjoy your new lighting product.
